BOOK REVIEWS




ANIMALS MAKE US HUMAN

By Temple Grandin

Animals Make Us Human, by animal scientist Temple Grandin, is a true gift for animals, and we who want to understand them.  It’s a combination of her vast personal experiences and intuition, backed up by over a 100 scientific papers from many parts of the world, yet is easy to read by a lay person.  It is also available in audio.  

Chapter 2 is the section on dogs, but book covers a vast territory, including cats, horses, wild and zoo animals, plus livestock for the food industry, and I found it as much a mirror for humans, since she states, “All animals and people have the same core emotion systems in the brain.”  They are:  1 Seeking;  2  Rage; 3  Fear; 4  Panic, and three special purpose ones – 5 Sex drive;  6  Care; 7  Play, and a core throughout is:  “For animals to be happy, their social needs must be met.”

Grandin feels that animal research is getting too “abstractified”, and thinks that bench scientists and field workers need to collaborate more, since mathematical modeling has its limitations and describes a world that’s too pure.  She has observed that people used to study animal behavior if they wanted to help animals, but today they go to law school, and warns that, “As people have become more abstractified, they become more radical, and today the relationship between animal advocacy groups and the livestock industry is totally adversarial.”  

The author has done all her work from a unique perspective, since she was born severely autistic.   She says she thinks in pictures rather than in words, and found school difficult, but animals easy.   Through heroic perseverance, Temple Grandin has achieved immense success academically and in the animal industry.  She’s written five books, is a frequent speaker on animal science and autism, and a movie has recently been made of her life.

Health And Wellness

When protecting dogs from harsh winter conditions, don't overlook the paws.

Rock salt (sodium chloride), a common ice-melting agent, can irritate pets' paws, mouths and gastrointestinal systems and trigger seizures when ingested in large quantities.
 
Alternative ice- and snow-melt products, with names like "Safe Paw," "Safe-T-Pet" and "Ice Melt for Pets," may be less irritating, but still can pose risks. Some include magnesium, calcium, potassium or urea, which also can pose problems when consumed in large amounts, says Camille DeClementi, senior toxicologist for the Animal Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals.
 
"We worry that if pets ingest a fair amount, it will change the electrolyte balance in their bloodstream," Dr. DeClementi says. Among the possible effects: dehydration, kidney failure, heart arrhythmia and seizures.
 
What puts pets at risk? Piling product on sidewalks rather than sprinkling as directed, or accidentally leaving open bags where they're accessible to pets. In cases of concentrated ingestion, a urea or calcium-based product generally poses less risk than products with other common ingredients, Dr. DeClementi says.
 
She recommends wiping pets' paws down after walks and keeping fur between paw pads trimmed but not too short. If an animal exhibits lethargy, vomiting, diarrhea, twitching or trembling, call the veterinarian or Animal Poison Control Center (888-426-4435) and have product label nearby for reference.

Rescue Wrap-up for 2010

 

2010 was a busy year for STCGD Rescue. We took in and re-homed a total of 17 Scots, including the 5 Scottie/Lab mix puppies, who were only a week old when they and their mother, Lacey, were surrendered by their owner. 

 

All of this would not have been possible without the financial support of the club. Even more important than money to pay for the vet care a lot of our rescues need, is the time and  attention some require to overcome the adverse circumstances of their lives prior to rescue or surrender. It takes love and care to undo the damage done by neglect, abuse or simple ignorance of the Scottie nature.

 

The job of rescue involves coordinating applications, making home visits, transporting, pulling from shelters or accepting owner surrendered dogs. The really hard work is fostering; this can be very difficult when we don't have a dogs's medical or behavioral history. Some require simple house training; others may need socialization or extensive medical work. Thankfully, 2010's rescues have been, for the most part, healthy, friendly Scots who were placed in wonderful forever homes.
