	If you plan on taking your dog along on vacation, that weekend get-away, or other summer traveling, here are a few things to remember: 

· Bring food and water from home. The last thing you want is digestive problems when you are on the road. You may bring your dog's regular dishes, or there are convenient travel dishes available.

· Call ahead. Many places (including campgrounds) do not allow pets. Make sure it is OK to bring your pet before you leave. There are several books on the market which contain a state-by-state listing of hotels, motels, and inns that welcome pets.

· Make sure your dog's nametag is up-to-date and readable.
· Pack a lead and tie out. Attach the lead before you open the door for your dog's safety.

· Do not forget your dog's favorite toys.
· Pack a first aid kit for your dog. It is always a good idea to have one handy, just in case.

· Cover the seats. A shedding dog will change the appearance of your car seats forever. Hair is tough to get out. Car seat covers are an excellent investment if you want to retain the value of your vehicle and keep it looking clean.

· Provide plenty of exercise before you leave.
· Stop often on long trips to allow dogs to relieve themselves.

· Clean up after your dog to keep the great outdoors great, and out of consideration for others.

· Travel on an empty stomach. Car sickness is more likely if your dog has a full stomach. If the trip is long, feed a smaller amount than normal at least two hours before you leave.

· Restrain your pet during travel in either a harness, pet seat, barrier, wire cage or plastic crate. It is the safest way to travel for both you and your dog.

· NEVER LEAVE YOUR DOG IN A HOT CAR even if you park in the shade. Pets are unable to control body temperature as efficiently as humans and just a few minutes in a hot car could cause irreversible damage or death.

The priority of the Board since the conclusion of the 2010 Specialty has been to secure Judges for our 2011 Specialty.


The date for the 2011 STCGD Specialty is April 2nd, Dayton Exposition Center, Vandalia, Ohio. The deadline for submitting an application to AKC is October, 2010, so we needed to get cracking.


We became behind schedule for Judge Selection due to the demands of the 2009 Rotating Special and the need to clarify the syntax of our Club’s written guidelines for Judge Selection.  If you would like to have a copy of the Guidelines approved by the Board on May 15th, contact the Corresponding Secretary, Nancy Bowles, and she will send you a copy via email or by USPS.  By the time you are reading this you should have received an email or USPS mail (06/19/10) listing the names of judges recommended for the STCGD 2011 and 2012 Specialties. There are three categories: (1) Judges for AKC Sanctioned B Puppy Match (held on the Friday night before the Specialty; (2) Judges for Sweepstakes; and (3) Judges for Regular Classes.


At the July 11th, General Meeting, Club members attending will vote for one judge in each category. The votes will be tallied at the meeting and the candidates with the most votes will be contacted by the Corresponding Secretary to secure their acceptance.


Jeff Underwood has accepted to serve as Show Secretary for the 2011 Specialty. Jeff served in this position for the 2010 Specialty and did an outstanding job while as the same time being Club President.


Another priority was to achieve the AKC compliance criteria for the Club to be eligible to hold a Specialty in 2011. We have done so by providing a Breeder Referral Service, Scottie Rescue Program and an Educational Outreach Program.


The last three years the Club has achieved the latter by leasing a booth to disseminate information about the Scottie Breed at DogFest. This festival, scheduled for the second weekend in June, draws dog owners and dogs from the tri state area (Ohio, Kentucky and Indiana). Club members who have rescued Scotties bring their pets to answer questions about rescue while other members will answer questions about the Scottie breed as well as promote our Specialty.


We appreciate the good coordination Angie Anastasia gave setting up this event so the Club could meet the AKC compliance to hold a Specialty.


Cheryl Bates was appointed as Coordinator for Scottie Rescue. Cheryl has served as a rescue worker for at least four years so she is well versed in the mechanics of rescue. We are very pleased to have someone of Cheryl’s dedication to chair this important service.
